Dear Friends and Supporters, 

 

As we move into 2008, I want to take this 

opportunity to thank all of you who have 

supported the Pregnancy Help Center over 

these past years. The spirit and dedication of 

our volunteers, coupled with the generosity of 

our donors, has been a tremendous reflection 

of Godôs love for young women facing crisis 

pregnancies. 

 

Last November, we had an almost complete 

turnover of the Board of Directors, bringing 

fresh spirit and energy to this ministry. While 

preserving the enthusiasm and caring love of 

the past, we see new opportunities for growing 

an even stronger ministry organization. Our 

vision for this year addresses three main areas.  

 

First, we want to re-center our activities on 

the spiritual aspect of caring for women in 

crisis pregnancies. We believe that many of 

our clients either lack a relationship with 

Jesus Christ or have never developed this 

relationship to its full potential. By helping 

women to better understand and accept the 

gift of Godôs grace, we provide a solid 

foundation for dealing with difficult 

choices and decisions. 

 

Second, we want to re-energize our 

relationship with local churches. The 

Pregnancy Help Center is an extension of each 

churchôs mission program. Our volunteers 

come from these churches.  
 

 
 

At the same time, we exist to serve 

clients who fall within each churchôs 

sphere of influence. By promoting 

greater awareness of the Center in local 

churches, we strengthen the two-way 

nature of this ministry partnership. 

 

Third, we want to re-organize the 

business and accounting practices of 

the Center. Efficiency will be 

improved by moving the Center to a 

more integrated system of tracking 

expenses, donor records, payroll, and 

tax forms. We want to make similar 

improvements in the tracking of client 

information. Through these measures, 

we will be able to provide greater 

visibility and accountability of the 

ministry to you, its friends and 

supporters. 

 

We have some great fund-raising 

events planned for this yearðevents 

that will promote the personal 

involvement of people in each of our 

supporting churches. We are also 

working to generate greater awareness 

of our counseling and training services 

in local area schools and institutions of 

higher education. Finally, we want to 

expand our outreach to the growing 

Hispanic community in Williamson 

County.  

 

In short, we have an exciting year 

ahead of us as we respond to Godôs 

calling. With your prayers and support, 

nothing is impossible.

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Sanctity of Human Life Sunday  ñéwe recognize that each life 

has inherent dignity and matchless value, and we reaffirm our 

steadfast determination to defend the weakest and most vulnerable 

members of our society.ò  

 
With these words, President George W. Bush signed a proclamation designating 

January 20 this year as National Sanctity of Human Life Day. Beginning with 

President Ronald Reagan, one Sunday each January marks the anniversary of the 

Roe v. Wade Supreme Court decision that legalized abortion in the United States. 

Typical of the sermons given that day in churches throughout Williamson County 

were the words spoken by Michael Wright, Pastor of Fellowship Baptist Church in 

Liberty Hill. Based on a passage from Psalm 139, a brief excerpt from that sermon 

follows: 

 

He knew us before we ever were. He knew my name thousands of years ago. He 

knows me. He hems me in before and behind. That is a truth.  

 

But the world is confusing to me. Right now, it is legal for a woman to terminate a 

pregnancy for about $300. That is legal. You can go out and get that done just 

about anywhere. In the year 1990, there were 1.6 million of those procedures done 

in the United States. It is a $550 million industry. A woman can go out and do 

that. But if I go out and break an eagleôs egg, I will get thrown in jail for a year 

and fined $5,000!  

 

A young lady, without telling her parents, can drive to Florida and terminate a 

pregnancy. But if I step in a sea turtleôs nest, I can get fined $20,000! 

 

I struggle with that. I donôt understand how that makes any sense. But then I begin 

to realize that those things happen because the Evil One is at work. He comes to 

confuse. He comes to take things that seem to make sense and make them not make 

sense anymore. One of the biggest things [not making sense] is PETA (People for 

the Ethical Treatment of Animals). Ninety percent of their donors and volunteers 

are pro-abortion. What kind of message is that? We have actually placed the value 

of animal life above human life.  

 

We are not going to win this war through legislation; not by blowing up 

[abortion] clinics; not by picketing doctorsô offices; not by being self-righteous.  

 

How do we win it? The first thing we do is generously pour our resourcesðour 

financial resources, our time resources, and our talent resourcesðinto places like 

the Williamson County Pregnancy Help Center. When they come and say ñwe 

need something,ò then we must stand up and say, ñThat is the most important 

thing in the world we should be doing right now, supporting that group of 

people.ò When they say they need volunteers, you should not be able to keep your 

feet from running through the door to volunteer for that organization. Those 

young ladies and those young men need you. They need those Christian models. 

They need to understand what it means to have the love of Jesus Christ. As soon as 

that battle cry is heard, you need to be the first one thereïyouôre volunteering, 

youôre giving, youôre supporting, youôre loving, youôre comforting, and youôre 

caring.ò
